There is a certain English classie, which should be dear to
the hearts of all rightly-constituted Cestrians, men and women,
boys and girls alike, and that is “ Tom Brown’s School Days.” It
is, of course, possible that, in an impatient age, which has no use
for Scotr, condescends to Mrs. Gaskell and patronises Dickens,
Judge Hughes does not come by his own ; but those, who know
when they are well off, will, donbtless. remember the scene in
which the provident Schoolboy puts together the Latin verse
demanded by his unaccountable master. He has a collection of
verses produced by schoolboys who had suftered before him, and a
judicious selection therefrom of lines blameless in structure, and not
unseasonably pronounced in sense, often results in a neat pateh-
work at which his master may, indeed, murmur, but to which he
cannot easily take exception. Now for some time the “Chronicler”
has persuaded herself that the moment has not arrived when, pen
in hand, she must marshal in telling phrase, if possible, the
hdppemnga of the year: rather let her review the contributions
of others and fill the wide margins of proof-sheets with the symbols
beloved of printers.

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mention spacious dressing rooms and a bicycle shed, which really
reckons with the number of our bicycles. = A wide stone staircase
has taken the place of the earlier one of wood; large and airy
landings open from it, electric-lights leap out at a touch on the
ubiquitous switches, and a button in the Great Hall sets electric
bells clanging through every corridor ; lastly, our Great Hall is to
be re-decorated iu a manner worthy of its fine proportions. For
all these advantages our thanks are due to the forethought of a
Governing Body always zealous that the School in their care shall
keep pace with all modern educational developments; and to
Mr. Philip Lockwood, the architect, whose skill has provided these
well-planned additions. We hope that early in the Autumn Term
there will be an oceasion for all interested in the Queen’s School
to visit us and rejoice with us in our increased opportunities for
doing good work.

The circumstances of the year made some of our usual social
festivities out of the question, but, thanks to the kindness of the
Magyor, our Prize Day was celebrated as usual at the Town Hall, on
November 2nd. The guest of the occasion was Lady MacKinnon,
who kindly distributed the prizes, and afterwards made a most
interesting and stimulating speech. The head of the School, this
year, has been Margaret Dibben,

Next in importance to Prize Day, perhaps, were the Theatricals
just before Christmas.  Their preparation had taken much time,
and had afforded an outlet for the activities and ingenuity, in one
form or another, of almost every girl in the School. Some fifty
actually took part in the two plays, “The Dream Caliph” and
“Frithjof and Ingebjorg.” Others designed posters and hangings,
stencilled garments, made helmeats, and generally contrived all the
miscellaneous properties required by the picturesque periods and
scenes in which the two plays were cast. A full account of the
performances will be found in subsequent pages of the Magazine.

During the previous Session, the maintenance of the Queen’s
School Cot in the Chester Infirmary had become a source of
anxiety to the Officers of the Queen’s School Association, and
early in 1912 there was another good work to which the girls
of the School were anxious to contribute—the restoration of the
Cathedral Cloisters, a project of which Archdeacon Barber had
told them when he was kindly conducting a party round the
Cathedral. After much cogitation, a means of raising money
was devised. We were about to have a Drill Display, and it
was resolved that the display should be followed by a Sale of
home-made Sweets. At once, activities began to flow. Miss
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Powell kindly undertook to give instruction in sweet-making to
any volunteers for the work, and the unanimity of the response
was a thing to make one think. Splendid supplies were sent
in both by pupils and parents, and the Boarding-house made
a notable contribution. A zealius band under Miss Pollard
provided boxes, and a band of saleswomen—and one salesman
of tender years—undaunted by the perplexities of “change,”
undertook to supply the needs of a generous purchasing public.
As the result of the two days’ sale, the sum of £10 ds. 4d.
was realised and divided between the two causes

The Chronicler cannot omit this opportunity of nrging the
claims of the Cot on all who have been associated with the
school. This year, by a special effort, the school has contributed
£11 16s. 5d. to the maintenance ot the Cot; but it is strongly
felt that its support should depend not on spasmodic effort, but
on regular and faithful subscription. If every girl who has passed
through the school would contribute a half-crown vearly, there
wonld be little occasion for anxiety on the part of tne Treasurer.
Contributions are gladly received by Miss Mabel Dickson, Mayfield,
Hoole ; and by Miss Humfrey, Hilderstone, Hartford.
