It is a happy
touch of serendipity to be asked to write my first
foreword just as we are all celebrating the Jubilee of

Queen Elizabeth -

Mrs Sandford called Have Mynde the “Queen’s School
Annual,” but there was little in it which we would
recognise today as resembling an annual. No illustrations,
no colour, no humour. Most striking of all to modern
eyes, there were no contributions at all from girls. Instead,
descriptive pieces came from a governor and retired
members of staff, whilst a prize of ten shillings (no small
amount in those days) was offered for the best translation
(into Latin, French—er_German) of Lord Tennyson's
dedication of his poems to Queen Victoria.

This Jubilee edition of Have Mynde underlines how
much has evolved in the intervening 105 years. Above all,
it reflects the talents and achievements of Queén’s girls at
all levels'in the school; from the artwork produced at the
Lower'School to the creative writing and illustrations of
our senior girls. Reflected too are the wide range of
activities undertaken by our pupils - sportifig, ‘musical
and cultural - as well as' the support and inspiration they
receive from theirteachers in these pursuits.
